Applicants must submit five digital images of work they have completed in the last three years.  Digital images must be in .jpg format, with minimum 300 dpi and minimum pixel width of 700.  We strongly suggest that you include at least one detail image of your work.  Your photos should be labeled artworkname_lastname.jpg.
10.  Image Documentation

Images of your artwork must be accompanied by a one-page document that provides the following information for each of the five images:  



year completed


dimensions (height, width, and depth in inches)


materials used  

For example:

"Stardust"  2004.  Two-dimensional:  12" high x 12" wide. Smalti, marble, fused glass gems on Wediboard.

"Harmony" 2003.  Three-dimensional: 12" high x 12" wide x 4" deep. Wire armature, rigid wrap, stained glass, smalti.
